HOME BUYERS GUARANTEE SCHEME

The State Government has introduced a scheme called the
Home Buyer Guarantee Scheme with certain participating
banks and building soclieties which allows home loan
repayments to be frozen for periods of three years. It
also allows for existing mortgages to be changed from
one institution to another participating institution
free of Office of Titles fees. L

The gazettal of the exemption was published in
Government Gazette of 10th February, 1989.. B
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Titles Office practice will be as follows:-

the document is exempt from fees under the Home
Buyers Guarantee Scheme and s8igned by the
participating institution, Lodging parties are
to show NIL feesa.
